Mr. Sierra’s Classroom Management Plan Re: Cell Phones/Electronic Devices
2013-2014 School Year

Cell phones and electronic devices interfere with the teaching and learning environment in the classroom.  ALL students must comply with the following standards of conduct:

1. If you bring a cell phone and/or electronic device into the classroom, it must be OFF during class time, and be in your backpack, and/or purse.  Not in your pocket.
2. You should NEVER use your cell phone and/or electronic device during class time.  This includes time in the classroom, time going from the classroom to another location, such as the computer lab, or when going to the restroom or any other location outside the classroom.

3. If a parent/guardian needs to contact a student or a student needs contact a parent/guardian during class time, it is assumed that it is an emergency.  The student should speak with Mr. Sierra if this situation arises.

Consequences for violating this Classroom Management Plan:
First Violation:

1. Your cell phone and/or electronic device will be immediately taken from you and delivered to the designated Administrator at the Sabino Administration office.

2. You will not be permitted to pick up your cell phone and/or electronic device.  Your parent or guardian will have to pick up your cell phone and/or electronic device from an Administrator.  (This is pursuant to the policy enacted by the Sabino Administration.)

3. You will receive a detention slip for one (1) day detention.

4. If you bring a cell phone and/or electronic device into the classroom after the first violation, you will place it into the basket located on the table in the classroom, every day for the rest of the school year, when you walk into the classroom.  You may retrieve your cell phone and/or electronic device when class time ends.  (When the bell rings.)

All Subsequent Violations:

1. Same consequence as #1 and #2 above.

2. You will receive an Administrative Referral to the designated Sabino Administrator.  You will 
be charged with violating the Classroom Management Plan and with Direct Defiance of the Legal Authority of a Teacher, pursuant to Arizona Revised Statute Section 15-
841(A), which provides as follows:
Pupils shall comply with the rules, pursue the required course of study and submit to the authority of the teachers, the administrators and the governing board.  A teacher may send a pupil to the principal’s office in order to maintain effective discipline in the classroom.  If a pupil is sent to the principal’s office pursuant to this subsection, the principal shall employ appropriate discipline management techniques that are consistent with rules adopted by the school district governing board.  A teacher may remove a pupil from the classroom if either of the following conditions exists:
1. The teacher has documented that the pupil has repeatedly interfered with the teacher’s ability to communicate effectively with the other pupils in the classroom or with the ability of the other pupils to learn.
2. The teacher has determined that the pupil’s behavior is so unruly, disruptive or abusive that it seriously interferes with the teacher’s ability to communicate effectively with the other pupils in the classroom or with the ability of the other pupils to learn.

3. The designated Sabino Administrator will determine the appropriate discipline that will be imposed upon you.
4. Repeat violations of this Cell Phones/Electronic Devices policy is a failure to comply with the rules, interferes with the course of study, and is an act of defiance of the authority of the teacher, administrators and the TUSD governing board.  Furthermore, repeat violations interfere with the teacher’s ability to communicate effectively with other students and with their ability to learn.  Thus, repeat violations will cause students to receive more severe discipline as determined by the designated Sabino Administrator.
