I. Subject:

12th Grade American Government: Periods 1,2,3

2.  Identify, understand, and analyze the key U.S. Supreme Court decisions pertaining to each of the rights set forth in the above Amendments.
3.  Apply knowledge and learning of Constitutional rights in “real-world” situations as law abiding and responsible citizens. 
4.  Evaluate, analyze and apply learning relating to the above Amendments to factual situations presented during in-class student-based learning project.

5.  Successfully complete all assessments on above objectives.

VI.  Task Analysis and Assessments:


Monday, October 20, 2014:

Anticipatory Set:

1. Bellwork:  On the screen:  Prepare to take Exam #3 on the Judicial Branch; 1st and 4th Amendments in Public Schools
Plan: 

1.  Students take Exam #3.
2. Monitor and assist students in understanding exam questions and possible answers.

Closure:

1. Inquire of problems, questions, etc., re: exam before picking them up.
2. Question:  What is your favorite TV “police” show and why?  Watch that show tonight, or similar one, and be prepared to discuss law enforcement encounters you saw on that show.

3.   Homework:  So assignment as set forth above.
Tuesday, October 21, 2014:
Anticipatory Set:

1.  Bellwork:  On the screen:  Identify your BEST and WORST encounter with law enforcement officers and be prepared to share with the class.
2.  Discuss responses with students.
Plan: 

1. After share-out of Bellwork responses; discuss results of watching “police” TV show last night and discuss its application to new Unit on encounters with law enforcement officers/Civil Liberties we are starting today.
2. Show introduction clip from movie “Super Troopers” (edited version)-discuss with students that it shows: (1) how teenagers should never act/behave; (2) how law enforcement officers should never act/behave; and that the clip gives them a humorous introduction to the new Unit from which they can learn the real-world situations as we proceed with the lesson.

3. Lecture using Word documents on Right to Privacy-students take notes and share questions and examples relating to same.
4. Show initial clips from Flex Your Rights video on encounters with law enforcement officers. 
Closure:

1.  Check for understanding.
2.  Question:  Why do people generally cherish their “right to privacy”?
3.  Homework:  Review assigned textbook pages relating to Civil Liberties to be prepared for the rest of the week.
Wednesday, October 22, 2014:
Anticipator Set:
1. Bellwork:  On the screen: Same question as yesterday’s closure: Why do people generally cherish their “right to privacy”?  Additional question: What privacy right do you cherish the most, and why?
2. Discuss responses.

Plan:
1. Continue clips from Flex Your Rights video on encounters with law enforcement officers.
2. Continue lecture using Word documents on Right to Privacy, with additional information and material from U.S. Supreme Court cases-students take notes and share questions and examples relating to same.
Closure:
1.  Check for understanding.
2.  Question:  Show the vehicle stop clip from movie, “Super Troopers” and have students answer two questions: (1) What was the legal basis for the initial traffic stop of the 18-wheeler vehicle? (2)  What was the legal basis for conducting the search of the trailer portion of the 18-wheeler?
3.  Homework:  Review notes from past couple days and be prepared for tomorrow’s continued lesson.
Thursday, October 23, 2014:
Anticipatory Set:

1.  Bellwork:  On screen:  Predict: How do you think the 4th Amendment applies to law enforcement officers’ searches of vehicles? 
2.  Discuss responses.
Plan:

1.  Complete lesson on Right to Privacy using Word document and additional material on recent U.S. Supreme Court cases dealing with searches of vehicles and searches of the home.  Students continue to take notes.
2.  Show clips from Flex Your Rights video to reinforce learning on above.

3.  Lecture using Word document on 5th Amendment right to remain silent-right to not incriminate yourself-students take notes, share questions/examples during lecture.
4.  Inquiring questions throughout lecture.

5.  Show relevant clips from Flex Your Rights and YouTube relating to interrogations conducted by law enforcement officers.
Closure:

1.   Check for understanding.
2.  Question:  Why do law enforcement officers have to advise you of your Miranda Rights before they interrogate you?

2.  Homework:  Do an Internet/YouTube search of examples on police interrogations and be prepared to share what you learned tomorrow.
Friday, October 24, 2014:

Anticipatory Set:

1.  Bellwork:  On screen:  Be prepared to share the results of your Internet/YouTube search that was assigned as homework last night. 

2.  Discuss responses.
Plan:

1.  Complete lesson on the 5th Amendment right to remain silent-right to not incriminate yourself-students take notes, share questions/examples during lecture.

2.  Inquiring questions throughout lecture.

3.  Do the student-based learning project on the Right to Privacy and Right to Remain Silent pursuant to the attached instructions.

Closure:

1.   Check for understanding.

2.  Question:  Which situation of the student-based learning project we did today was the most difficult one to evaluate and analyze, and why?

2.  Homework:  Read the assigned textbook pages pertaining to the 6th Amendment Right to Counsel to be prepared for next week’s lessons. 
Student-Based Learning Project Re:

Right to Privacy and Right to Remain Silent

1.
You will be working with students seated at your table, this is a competition for extra credit points to be added to the score on your next exam.
2.
Each group will use the following:


A.  A set of factual situations that each member must read, understand and be able to evaluate to answer the questions presented during the project.


B.  Two (2) cell phones-one to be used by the group and one to be used by the one group member who will compete in the front of the room.  CELL PHONES ARE ONLY TO BE USED APPROPRIATELY AS SET FORTH IN THESE INSTRUCTIONS. 

C.  All of your notes on Right to Privacy and Right to Remain Silent, and the class textbook.

3.
Members of each group will select one member to compete against other group members in the front of the room, make sure you have the cell phone number for the student selected to compete.

4.
Each group will be given several factual situations involving right to privacy and right to remain silent situations.  We will use each factual situation during this project, one at a time.  The group members must read, understand, evaluate and discuss each factual situation to determine what constitutional issues exist in each situation.

5.
After each group has had sufficient time to do #4, Mr. Sierra will call the competing group members to the front of the room.  The competitors will stand in front of the table where there are two (2) bells.

6.
Mr. Sierra will read a question relating to the factual situation.  The group members at the table will discuss the question and arrive at an answer.  Text the complete answer to your fellow group member who is at the front of the room.

7.
When the competing group member gets the answer to the question by text, he/she must ring the bell.  The first student to ring the bell gets a chance to read the text answer given to him/her.  YOU CANNOT RING THE BELL UNTIL YOU HAVE RECEIVED THE TEXT ANSWER.  YOU WILL HAVE ONLY TWO (2) SECONDS AFTER RINGING THE BELL TO START READING YOUR TEXT ANSWER.

8.
If the text answer is wrong, or if it isn’t given timely, the contender who was second to ring the bell will be given an opportunity to read his/her text answer.  If that contender doesn’t give the correct answer, the next contender will be selected by lottery to get a chance to read his/her text answer.
9.
If the contender who reads his/her text answer is correct, each member of that group receives 5 extra credit points added to their score on the next exam.

10.
We will continue the above process until all the questions are asked and answered.
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
