TOPIC OUTLINE FORMAT

THESIS:  Set forth, in detail, the problem, situation, or issue that exists that warrants passage of a Law by the United States Senate.  (Write a thesis just as you would when you are writing an essay on a problem, situation, or issue for an English class assignment.)  Be sure to address the economic factors/considerations involved with the problem, situation, or issue.
I. Topic Discussion/Justification:

A. Provide a detailed description of your topic. What is/are issues, problems/situations?
B. Why do you believe a Bill needs to be passed on your topic?
C. What will your Bill do if it became law; how will it address your topic; what do you intend to accomplish with your Bill?

D. Who will benefit if your Bill becomes Law? Give specific examples.
II. Supporting Organizations:
A. Identify at least two (2) interest groups or organizations that would support your Bill, and provide reasons why these groups would support it.

III. Supporting Arguments:
