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2014-2015 StuCo Teacher/Advisor Initiated Policies & Procedures

For StuCo Sponsored Events

1.  School Business Release Time:

Student release time from classes MUST be kept to a minimum.  Please remember, StuCo members are responsible for completing all school work/assignments missed due to their absence from class for StuCo events.  If you don’t abuse the privilege, teachers will be very understanding. 


A.  Assemblies:  StuCo members will be released from their 2nd period class before the assembly and return to their 3rd period class after the assembly as other students have to.  Any clean-up or other post-assembly work can be done during our 4th period class time and lunch time, if necessary.


B.  All in-school events (during the school day):  StuCo member release time will not be granted unless it is absolutely necessary.  Members should make every effort to attend each class and be on time.  There will be occasions when release time will be necessary and it will be handled on a case-by-case basis.


C.  All out-of-school events:  Necessary release time will be obtained for all StuCo members attending out-of-school events.

2.  Participation by non-StuCo students/individuals in StuCo sponsored events:


1.  StuCo members must not, on their own, tell students/individuals that they may participate in a StuCo sponsored event.


2.  If a club, organization, class, group, etc., (referred to jointly as “groups”), wants to be involved in an event, (or acknowledged/recognized during the event), the advisor/sponsor/teacher/coach, (not a student-member), must contact the StuCo Teacher/Advisor about the desired involvement of the group; provide details, estimated time needed (for assemblies), and all other necessary information.  This will prevent individual students/individuals from asking to be part of the event and will also provide a way in which the advisor/sponsor/teacher/coach can be held responsible for what is presented or done by the group, including verifying that the involvement by the group is proper and appropriate.


3.  The group must be willing to participate in any preparations for the event, including pre and post preparations and clean-up, if necessary.


4.  The group advisor/sponsor/teacher/coach is responsible for arranging school business release time for the group members participating in the event and supervision of the group members.


5.  StuCo will decide whether a group can participate in a sponsored event, but Sabino Administrators will have the final authority on this matter.  However, it is our goal to encourage and permit as many non-StuCo students/individuals and groups to participate in all StuCo sponsored events.  We must keep in mind that our sponsored events are for the benefit of all members of our Sabino community.
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
